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The Master of Science in Finance and Risk Management
(CLM FiRM) offers its prospective students an advanced ed-
ucation in finance, quantitative risk management and insur-
ance, banking and financial accounting.

The MSc response to industry’s strong demand in experts
with quantitative expertise in risk management, finance, in-
surance and their interface. The course is a combination of
economic theory for finance with quantitative methods (prob-
ability theory, statistics, numerical analysis and computation-
al methods) to quantify and manage risk arising from financial,
economic and insurance applications.

eligible to apply.

To apply, non-EU students will have to:

« pre-enroll at the Italian embassy/consulate
in their country in the period May-June, ac-
cording to the timeline set by our Ministry
of University;

« apply for the assessment, according to the
procedure described on ourwebsite; obtaina
reference letter from a university professor.
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Student will be prepared for high
profile careers across a wide range
of sectors:in financial institutions,
insurance and reinsurance com-
panies, banks, accounting firms,
private equity firms, management
consulting, data analytics com-
panies, industry, management,
quantitative analysts in insurance
companies and consultancy firms,
as well as in academia and central
banks.

Graduates should be able to work as
specialists in quantitative-oriented
areas of the financial services in-
dustry, such as trading, risk or asset
management, or to work in special-
ized areas of an insurance company.

The students who complete the
MSc in Finance and Risk Manage-
ment are eligible to achieve profes-
sional status as an Actuary in Italy.

We have about 250 agreements
with European Universities allow-
ing 300 students to study abroad,
and about 20 agreements with ex-
tra - European Universities in coun-
tries such as Australia, China, Japan,
USA, Canada and Latin American
countries, allowing 30 students’
mobilities peryear.

The School offers six Double De-
gree programs in the Master degree
in Finance and Risk management,
in the Master degree in Develop-
ment and Economics and in the
Master degree in Accounting, Au-
diting e Controllo.

At the end of the two years course
both partnerinstitutions issue a de-
gree certificate.

In response to the restrictions
linked to the sanitary emergency,
in 2020-21 mixte mode learning
has been guaranteed (in presence,
whenever possible, and always on-
line).

The School, in collaboration with
the central university offices, offers
information and orientation ser-
vices such as: prospective students
guidance, with the goal to encour-
age a conscious and satisfactory
choice of the degree programme;
